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SOLO PRESENTATION GLASS ARTIST
BIBI SMIT AT SALONE DEL MOBILE 
Bibi Smit finds inspiration for a spectacular series of chandeliers from Rembrandt, Dutch master painter of light and shadow, and his use of light and colour. This is the fourth year in a row that the well-known glass artist from the Netherlands is selected for the Dutch Pavilion during the Salone del Mobile in Milan.

Bibi Smit will be showing a series of chandeliers made from glass and steel. Playful, sparkling, strong, fascinating. poetic. Unique sculptures created with great craftsmanship. According to the curator, Nicole Uniquole, she is a crucial part of the Dutch Pavilion, where Bibi will again put up a solo presentation.
Rembrandt’s colour pallet
Against the stunning background of a life-size “Nightwatch”, one of the most famous paintings of Rembrandt, the glass artist will be exhibiting several chandeliers. “Swarm” is the name of this series that recently has received a lot of interest. Delicate glass birds, hanging from metal threads, which are tied to steel frames, suggest the movements of large swarms of sparrows. Extensive experiments were needed to achieve the right colours. The use of light and shadow by Rembrandt serves as a great source of inspiration for Bibi, who also draws inspiration from his colour pallet: gold, amber, ochre, red.
Venini of the Low Countries
As one of the few in the Netherlands, Bibi Smit uses the old craft of glassblowing. She produces all her work by hand in her own factory, using her breath to shape the glass and bring her ideas to life. Even after working with hot glass for all those years, she is still fascinated by the material. By its elasticity when warm, the fragility and at the same time its strength. And most of all its capacity to hold and reflect light, a property used in the chandeliers. 
The Italians lovingly call her the Venini of the Low Countries, referring to one of the leading glass designers of Venice. Not only Italians are fond glass of course, glass lovers from all over the world are greatly looking forward to seeing her new creations.

Bibi Smit also works on commission. Her glass creations can be customised, for use in public spaces as well as residential homes. Inquiries from architects are welcome.
